Judy Wicks very generously offered a section of  her garden, it 
had been a former veg patch. The plot was a little over grown 
and after a quick strim we could see it’s full size. I am doing
No Dig, (Look up Charles Dowding he is amazing) and this was 
the perfect opportunity to put that into practice.

After strimming I laid a double layer of  
cardboard on top of  that I tipped a thin layer 
of  hops. 

On top of the hops, horse manure, homemade 
compost and a little mushroom compost 
were spread.

The beauty of No Dig is as soon as you’ve 
finished spreading compost you can plant 
straight away (These garlic and onions only 
took a week to get going) 

First week of December free woodchips arrived to go on top 
of the cardboard path area. No shovelling, or back breaking 
work, and you can plant in it straight away.
